Ym mis lonawr, cyhoeddodd Opera
Cenedlaethol Cymru ei fod yn ehangu ei
raglen COVID Hir Lles gyda WNO. Mae
pob un o’r saith bwrdd iechyd ledled Cymru
bellach yn gallu cynnig y rhaglen i gleifion
drwy wasanaeth COVID Hir y GIG, sydd

ar gael i'w rhagnodi gan Feddygon Teulu
ledled y wlad.

Mae’r rhaglen, sy’n defnyddio technegau
anadlu a ddefnyddir gan gantorion opera
hyfforddedig i drin symptomau COVID

Hir, yn rhedeg am chwe wythnos ar y tro,
gyda chyfranogwyr yn mynychu sesiynau
o bell drwy Zoom. Mae hyn yn gwneud y
gwasanaeth yn fwy hygyrch, yn enwedig i’r
rheini sydd yn dioddef blinder.

Ym mis Mawrth, rhoddodd The Guardian sylw
i’r prosiect mewn erthygl a oedd yn cynnwys
cyfweliadau gydag amrywiol gyfranogwyr ac
Arweinydd Lleisiol WNO, Kate Woolveridge.

Health

In January, Welsh National Opera announced
the expansion of its Long-COVID programme
Wellness with WNO. All seven health
boards across Wales are now able to

offer the programme to patients through

the NHS Long-COVID service, available

to be prescribed by General Practitioners
nationwide.

The programme, which utilises breathing
techniques used by trained opera singers
to treat the symptoms of Long-COVID, runs
for six weeks at a time, with participants
attending sessions remotely via Zoom.
This makes the service more accessible,
particularly for those with fatigue.

In March, The Guardian covered the project
in a feature which included interviews with
various participants and WNO Vocal Leader
Kate Woolveridge.

Bu’r cyfranogwr o Ogledd Cymru, Donna
Jenkins, hefyd yn trafod ei phrofiad yn
Agenda Cymru, gan ddweud, ‘Technegau
fel y rhain sy’n fy helpu i reoli fy anhawster
anadlu ac sy’n lleihau’r angen am ofal
clinigol yn sylweddol.’

Canmolodd Gweinidog lechyd Cymru,
Eluned Morgan, y prosiect: ‘Mae wedi bod
yn galonogol gweld liwyddiant prosiect
Lles gyda WNO a’r manteision sylweddol y
mae wedi’u darparu i iechyd a lles pobl.’

Ym mis Mehefin, addaswyd y gwasanaeth ar
gyfer prosiect ieuenctid a gynhelir gan Fwrdd
lechyd Bae Abertawe. Cafodd technegau

a ddefnyddiwyd yn y sesiynau COVID Hir

eu rhoi ar waith mewn gweithdai ar gyfer
pobl ifanc yn Ysgol Gyfun Pontarddulais i
drin gorbryder ar 61 COVID. Y cynllun peilot
hwn yw’r cyntaf o nifer o fentrau rhagnodi
cymdeithasol arfaethedig, gyda Lles gyda
WNO yn bwriadu symud i feysydd iechyd

a lles eraill yn 2023/24.

North Wales participant Donna Jenkins
also discussed her experience in the Welsh
Agenda, stating, ‘It’s techniques like
these that help me to be in control of my
breathing dysfunction and significantly
reduce the need for clinical care.’

Welsh Health Minister Eluned Morgan
praised the project: ‘It has been heartening
to see the success of the Wellness with
WNO project and the significant benefits
it has provided for people’s health and
wellbeing.’

In June, the service was adapted for a youth
project run by Swansea Bay Health Board.
Techniques used in the Long-COVID sessions
were implemented in workshops for young
people at Pontarddulais Comprehensive
School to treat post-COVID anxiety. This pilot
scheme marks the first of a number of planned
social-prescribing ventures, with Wellness
with WNO aiming to move into other areas of
health and wellbeing in 2023/24.

Much of the showcase’s costumes and props
were previously owned items or repurposed
from past WNO productions.

Designer Céleste Langrée reflected on the
process in Opera Wire, stating: ‘This is a
great example of how we can reframe our
views of performance and make it more
environmentally friendly.’

WNO continued its work in communities
with ongoing programmes such as Cradle,
educational project Dewryn | Brave, and
research and development sessions with
refugee and asylum seekers as part of its
Sanctuary programme.

Cradle is an intergenerational arts project
based around a community choir for people
living with dementia, their families and
carers. This Season, the established Cradle
Choir continued in Milford Haven and a new
choir was formed in Llandeilo. As part of
the programme, workshops were held for
primary school children in West Wales to
provide educational activities around the
subject of dementia, culminating in a public
performance at the Torch Theatre.

Dewryn | Brave, a project devised in
partnership with Galeri (Caernarfon) and
Belfast-based Invisible Traffic, ran workshops
in primary schools in North Wales to educate
children about the dangers of Modern-Day
